1. Call to Order

8. CEO Report, November 2016

Discussion arose with regard to the following items in the Report:

John Fisher

It was noted that the community wanted TDSB to be a party to the OMB hearing and object to the redevelopment at 18-30 Erskine which the OMB did approve.  Since that time, the TDSB had a similar situation on Church Street, and contrary to staff advice, the Trustees decided to become a participant and object to an adjoining high-rise redevelopment adjacent to a school. The Decision stated that school sites have no special protection based upon existing planning policies.
As a result of the development on the Erskine site, the TDSB is considering relocating the entire school and will address this issue upon hiring an environmental and safety consultant to complete an assessment of the situation and present a report to TDSB. Any further action on the development will be the results of actions from the City of Toronto.

G. Gershon requested that it be on TLC record that she believed she had a conflict of interest; after speaking with the TDSB Integrity Commissioner, it was clarified that G. Gershon did not have any conflicts.

Galloway

It was noted that this laneway has been neglected. It was confirmed that TDSB remains responsible, as a landowner, for the clean-up of the site.  The property is too small and irregular in shape to be used as a parkette plus the property must continue to provide the right-of-way access for the property owner of 4075A Lawrence Avenue East.  Should the new property owner decide to invest in a City sewer connection, then there may be an opportunity to sell the property.  Staff noted that no further action will be taken to dispose of the site at this time and will advise of any change over the three year circulation term.

Cartwright

There was a question with regard to the rights of assignment in the existing lease.  The existing lease can be assigned but if not renewed, the TDSB is subject to a payment in the range of $1.2-$1.6 Million representing the outstanding value of the tenant’s capital investment.

9. Selection Process for TLC Director Search

As a result of H. Braithwaite’s completion of term as Citizen Director, there is, as of November 30, 2016 a Director vacancy on the TLC Board. It was noted Harold was renewed for a second term, as is standard process and any future director will fall under the same parameters as outlined in the Shareholder’s Direction.
As Directed by the Nominating and Governance Committee the TLC has outlined the process for selection of a Citizen Director as established by the Committee. Included in the report are a series of core competencies. Directors may wish to reference in identifying potential candidates.  It was noted that should Board members have potential candidates they would like to nominate that names be brought forward to the Chair’s attention.

Discussion ensued with respect to previous processes for selecting Citizen Directors. The Chair explained that the Nominating and Governance Committee identifies the process for selection, which is subsequently approved by the TLC Board. Citizen Directors are selected through recommendations by Board members which are reviewed at Committee level first. Candidates are then shortlisted and recommended to the full board for approval. Any candidates approved by the TLC Board are forwarded to the TDSB Board for ratification.  The Chair of the Board is selected by the TDSB Board from the existing Board members. Citizen Directors serve for 2 terms of three years and Trustee Directors serve typically for 1 term of 2 years.
