2. TLC continue to explore opportunities that will result in financial contributions towards a new standalone Indigenous facility for Kapapamahchakwew – Wandering Spirit School at 16 Phin; 

3. TLC continue to explore other opportunities to further the TDSB’s commitment and implementation of the Truth and Reconciliation Commission of Canada Calls to Action; and

4. The report, Reaffirming Toronto Lands Corporation’s Commitment to Truth and Reconciliation, be forwarded to TDSB Board for approval.

d. Surplus for Sale - Subsurface Easement at C.E Webster PS [05-059]

0. 55 Overland Blvd (Overland Learning Centre): to explore locating long-term care facility in partnership with Better Living Health and Community Services
